If a camper does bring their phone, our staff will hold onto it for safekeeping in the camp
office and it will be returned at the end of the week. We want to maintain a distraction-free
environment where campers can fully engage with their peers and counselors and
experience the incredible experiences camp has to offer.

We also recognize that capturing memories is important, so we encourage campers to
bring digital or disposable cameras to document their week. For added convenience, we
will also have disposable cameras available for purchase at the Pop Shop.
